Luckily temperatures picked up and
were relatively normal in April and May

s The summer growing season brought excellent conditions with few
major storms and sunny warm weather in the Niagara region.

< Fall weather settled nicely into warm beautiful conditions for the start
of harvest except for some rainy periods but overall the weather
was favourable.

« 2015 was an interesting year with some significant weather
variations through the growing season however, as is often the
case, nature eventually found a balance by the end of the
season.
